Recipe of the Month 

Vegetarian Taco Salad

1 cup corn 
1 cup red kidney beans 
Lettuce, finely sliced 
1/4 pkg taco seasoning mix 
1 pkg shredded cheese 

1 tomato, diced 
3 green onions, chopped 
1 bag tortilla chips 
Catalina salad dressing 
Sour cream 

 
 
Heat kidney beans, drain, Add seasoning while still hot and stir until covered.  Spread tortilla chips over place, then beans.  
Next lettuce, tomato, corn, onions, cheese, dressing and put the sour cream on top.
